Broadneck Soccer Clinic Program

Registration:
Please register online at http://www.broadneckyouthsports.com.  Login to your family account first, then click on ‘Register for a Sport’.  If you do not have a family account, create one first by clicking ‘New Users’ on the left side of the page.

Please use the Special Requests section of the registration form to indicate preferences (players you want to play with, etc).

Curriculum & Schedule:
Broadneck Soccer’s Clinic is a coed program for 5 & 6 year old players.  Eligibility is determined by the player’s age on August 1st of the fall season.

Teams are coed and we try to put an equal number of Kindergarteners and First Graders on each team.  Team size is 10-14 players.

This is primarily an instructional league although when games are played they generally small-sided and played on a small field.  4v4 is the ideal team size.

We contract with UK Elite to provide one day of training each week for these players.  UK Training is conducted on Saturday mornings and each team will be assigned one 1-hour slot each week.  There is also 1 scheduled weekday session per team for players to practice under the guidance of a parent coach to play against other clinic teams.

The UK sessions will be held Saturday mornings at Arnold Park.  Each session will last 1 hour and each team will be assigned 1 session per week.  Teams will train at the same time each week.

The first UK session will be Saturday, September 11th and run through Saturday, November 6th.  November 13th will be used to makeup the first rainout.

Coaches are encouraged to participate in the Saturday training sessions so they can reinforce concepts during the week.

Teams will also be assigned one weeknight to practice/play games.  All practices and games are at Arnold Park.  Parent coaches will run the weeknight practice/game. 

Practices will generally start at the end of August or beginning of September.
Coaches:

We generally have 12 coed teams and will therefore need 12 coaches to organize practices and games. 

As coach you really only need to organize the first few practice session before the UK training starts.  After that you can simply plan your practice based on what the UK trainers did the previous Saturday.  Starting September 20th, half of your weekday session will be a game and you will need assistants to help run small-sided games on separate fields.

The UK coaches run the Saturday sessions and you are encouraged to participate but it is not required.

If you are interesting in coaching a team, please create a coach account on our web site (http://www.broadneckyouthsports.com).  Be sure to click on the season and sport for which you are volunteering.  Each season that you plan to coach we ask that you login to your coach account and update your profile to indicate which season you are volunteering for.
Rules & Game Format:

Game format is loose.  4v4 is preferred, but coaches can decide based on number of players on the field that night.  Goalies are discouraged unless you decide to play 6v6.  Try not to put more than 6 players on the field from each team.

This means each “team” will field at least 2 teams and at most 3 teams per night.  The fields are small (30 x 40 yards).

Play two 10-minute halves with a 5-minute break.

Rule Modifications:

1. Incorrect throw-ins should be corrected as best as possible.

2. Handball can be ignored unless they are playing volleyball.

3. There are no penalty kicks.

4. If you play with goalies, they can touch the ball within a reasonable distance from the goal.

5. Goal Kicks should be taken from near the goal.

6. Substitutions whenever.

7. Offsides are not called.

8. Player Equipment

a. All players must have shin guards.

b. Cleats are optional.

c. Any player with braces should wear a mouth guard.

d. Any player with glasses should have a strap.

e. Medical or religious chains or bracelets should be taped to the body with medical info visible.

f. All other jewelry should be removed, including studs.

This is a teaching league.  The first and most important objective is that players have fun.  The second is to concentrate on skills and the third is to learn some aspects of the game for further development and advancement.

Scores & Standings:

Scores and standings are not collected or posted for the Clinic League.

Picture Day:

A picture day will be scheduled for a Saturday in October.  More information about pictures will be distributed after the season begins.
