Registration:
Please register online at http://www.broadneckyouthsports.com.  Login to your family account first, then click on ‘Register for a Sport’.  If you do not have a family account, create one first by clicking ‘New Users’ on the left side of the page.
Curriculum
Broadneck Soccer’s Community program is for U8 players only and teams will play against each other and against teams from Cape St. Claire and Mago Vista.  This is essentially a Broadneck Peninsula league, where games will be played on any of 3 fields on the Broadneck Peninsula.

Eligibility is determined by the player’s age on August 1st of the fall season.  Players should be 7 years old on August 1st.  If you turn 7 during August or the first half of September and would like to play up, add a note to the special requests section of the registration screen and we will try to accommodate that.
Schedule:

The Community season opens Saturday, Sept 11th and runs through Saturday, Nov 6th.  The weekend of Nov 13th may be used to makeup rainouts.  All games will be played on Saturday mornings from 9:00am – 1:00pm.

Schedules will be posted on our web site one week before the season begins. (http://www.broadneckneckyouthsports.com)

Community teams will play a 9 game season.

Game Format:

Game format is 7v7, including the goalie.  Games are played as 2 halves that are 22 minutes each.  Ball size is #4 and there will be 1 referee.

Parents and coaches should remain on the sidelines during the game and no one should be behind the goals.

Referees will be high school players.  Please treat them with respect and understand that they will make mistakes.

If referees do not arrive by game time coaches are to use volunteer officials.  If referees arrive after play has started, the game should be turned over to them at a stoppage of play.  Elapsed time will NOT be repeated.

Player Equipment

a. All players must have shin guards.

b. Cleats are optional but highly recommended.  Cleats must be for soccer. (Baseball cleats have an extra cleat in the front.)

c. Any player with braces must wear a mouth guard.

d. Any player with glasses must have a strap.

e. Medical or religious chains or bracelets must be taped to the body with medical info visible.

f. All other jewelry must be removed, including studs.

This is a teaching league.  The first and most important objective is that players have fun.  The second is to concentrate on skills and the third is to learn some aspects of the game for further development and advancement.

Scores & Standings:

Scores and standings are not collected or posted for the Community League.

Picture Day:

A picture day will be scheduled for a Saturday in October.  More information about pictures will be distributed after the season begins.
